The Bridgewater, NJ facility is the largest of B&Tmajor locations.

Bhéding contains
over 3 miles of conveyor, utilizing zero-pressucewanulation, right
angle transfers, and a tote sorter capable ofhsputd to 15 totes per
minute. The facility is capable of shipping approately 70,000
packages per day in its 7 days per week operation.

B&T systems combine customer orders into batchgsto 3 batches
are combined to make a pick wave.
